Email Fundraising Guide
When sending a fundraising email, keep it concise! Emails should be short and to-the-point. 

Always include these five points:

1) What you’re doing. (Fundraising for Olive Crest)

2) Why you’re doing it. (Motivation)

3) What you want them to do. (Donate!)

4) How you want them to do it. (Include your fundraising page’s URL.)

5) Timeframe (create a realistic, but urgent, deadline – or make it a mini challenge! – recommended 3 days)

Note: Pictures & clip art are optional fun!
EXAMPLE: (highlighted parts are where you personalize!)
